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Case Study Top Tips 

The Efficiency Hub is an important industry tool which aims to seek out, promote and quantify the impact of industry efficiency initiatives. 

The Hub is accessed by professionals from across the UK’s offshore oil and gas sector. It is also used by a wider audience of stakeholders, interested in learning more about what the sector is doing to improve its resiliency and global competitiveness of the UK Continental Shelf. 

We’ve put together some tips to help you write a case study which clear, concise and engaging. 

1. The case studies are read by a broad audience. Please avoid the use of jargon, acronyms or technical language, and give real life examples of how your product or approach makes a difference.  

1. Write in paragraphs rather than bullet points. It means we can re-use the case studies for press releases and blogs.  

1. Wherever possible, use real instead of theoretical examples. 

1. Include a short statement detailing the impact (e.g. hours saved, costs saved, any other positive impacts). This can be real or anticipated, and it doesn’t need to be quantitative. For example, you could say “teams reported feeling more confident about x”. 

1. When estimating the impact of a project or task, consider how the project / task would have been approached before (i.e. before the downturn). 
Ask yourself: What benefit in cost or schedule has been realised when compared with estimated results of the project / task if executed via the previous approach? 

1. Include your name and job title so that people can reach out to you to find out more. 

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]If an industry guideline or resource has helped with development of your product or your approach, then reference it within the Case Study. This will help signpost proven sources of good practice.
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
